Coordinating all aspects of the Union’s officer and student-led
campaigning. Providing project management for campaigns and ensuring
that campaigns are well planned and evidence-led.  
Ensuring that student and officer led campaigns are effective,
empowering and create change

campaign materials, and communication strategies to inform and engage
students in campaign activity, achievements and opportunities.



Student-led Networks:

Alongside the Head of
Communications and Engagement,
deliver and develop the Union's key
democratic activity including
elections, all-student meetings and
referenda in accordance with the by-
laws
Act as Deputy Returning Officer
(DRO) for elections and by-elections
as required, advising on rules and
procedures and ensuring complaints
are handled fairly and promptly. Lead
on the relationship with the Returning
Officer, who is normally NUS

Monitor and review the performance of democratic activities,
for example: reporting on participation rates, demographics of
candidates and suggesting improvements.
